Workshop 2 - VIETNAM: 
1. Policy reforms required for REDD+ Readiness (which should be assessed in R-package)

· Policy required to ensure local level planning and implementation of Social & Environmental  safeguards

· Forest protection policy to be linked to land use rights

· Policy on monitoring of deforestation/degradation to require roles for IPs/LCs and govt, and collaboration between them

· Forest boundary demarcation, both on the ground and in maps (and matching)
· Forest land allocation, to include recognition of IP/LC use rights, and to improve Sustainable Forest Management
· Equitable benefit sharing and for sustainable  livelihoods - which must be sufficient to cover forest management duties and alternative livelihood opportunities 

· Infrastructure investment policies to create supportive environment for forest management (e.g. irrigation )
· Education, training, human resources to support REDD+ 

· Policy on alternative livelihood support, employment, for non-forest dwellers (not city dwellers) who currently depend on forests for livelihoods

· Policy on forest management roles and responsibilities clarified:  common understanding of roles of IPs, forest companies, local government, etc.
2. Assessment of progress of policy reform, and other REDD+ Readiness activities
