What are the main causes of deforestation and/or forest degradation?

• Deforestation and degradation occur mainly in the State Forest Estate 

where logging, mining and agricultural activity co-exist, as well as in the 

forests on Amerindian and other private lands. Deforestation is driven by 

four principal factors, namely:  

• 1) the targeted harvesting of a limited number of prime commercial species, 

with little emphasis being placed by the loggers on efficiencies or harvesting 

of a broader range of species, 

• 2) the clearing of forested areas for mining.

• 3) the conversion of forested areas to allow for agricultural activities, 

• 4) infrastructure development such as roads.  A limited amount of clearing is 

also done for the construction of housing and illegal logging activities.

Outline of Presentation 
In presenting the activities of the REDD initiative which the GFC would be implementing, the representatives of the GFC, primarily Commissioner Singh addressed the following:

· A brief background into forestry in Guyana, pointing out that forest in Amerindian reservations are private forests. These communities have free reign over these resources but needs to be mindful of how this resource is used in order to guarantee a future livelihood for themselves and future generations.

· Explained that Amerindian communities can approach government institutions (GFC) for help, e.g. in carrying out inventories of forests, but the government cannot force these communities to follow their guidelines and policies with regards to forests.

· Emphasis on the fact that the Government’s position on deforestation does not aim to remove the livelihoods/employment of people

· Benefits of forests, economic, social and ecological 

· GHG effect and the process of climate change

· GFC’s SFM practices

· the impacts of deforestation & degradation on the environment

· the FCPF of the WB & the RPIN and subsequent RPLAN process 

· That fact that whilst logging communities may have the potential to supply forest products markets in excess of what is allowable, under SFM this is not recommended. AEO should be identified to take the place of these “lost” financial opportunities. These AEO would be decided upon by the community members.

· Further upcoming REDD consultations that would be conducted by the GFC during which time community members will present the AEO of their choice.             

· Emphases on the need for communities members consulted with to consider alternative economic opportunities which they would consider feasible for them to implement once REDD activities were implemented.

· Encouragement to communities that their support was integral to the success of this initiative and that the communities and GFC must work in partnership for the implementation and maintenance of this project. 

· Clarification that GFC and the GoG would impose activities on communities that would hamper the development of their respective communities.
· Regardless of any REDD scheme, the implementation of SFM will ultimately benefit the entire community

General Comments made by Stakeholders 
In conducting the consultations in the various parts of the country, while a number of specific questions were asked, the overall comments that were made are as follows:
1. The overall sentiment that was expressed by the communities was that of willingness to participate in the initiative. 

2. Community members from several of the communities all indicated that they would require training in SFM in order to implement and practice such. 
3. Communities showed genuine interest in the concept of the alternative economic opportunities which the GFC was advocating.

4. The primary concerns of some the residents was whether their use of the forests to support their livelihoods would be affected once REDD activities were implemented.
5. Community members from various locations were enquiring as to how these alternative economic opportunities would be funded as well as facilitated. 
Specific Comments raised by Stakeholders
1. Whether the GFC will work along with the communities to understand the concept of sustainable forestry.
2. Apart from deforestation and forest degradation what are other sources of carbon emissions?
3. Will communities benefit directly from the REDD scheme? 

4. How soon will Guyana start to receive carbon finance? 

5. How will issues such as mining and other outsiders’ activities contributing to carbon emissions in this area be dealt with?

6. Will future consultation be conducted and further information provided?

7. In relation to REDD will cutting quota be reduced?
8. What contributions will the GFC make towards capacity building?

9. When will Guyana be ready to implement REDD?
10. Will there be a halt on existing forest activities (logging)?
11. When REDD is implemented, will there be additional areas allotted for forestry activities?
12. Is there any system in place to facilitate community engagement in alternative economic activities?
13. What would happen to the existing forest concessions after the implementation of the REDD strategy.
14. What were the components of the RPlan and how these would impact on involvement by the community?
15. What would be the duration of the project?

16. More information was requested about climate change and global warming. 

17. Another resident enquired about alternative economic activities they could get involved in and how they would be funded. 

18. Do species (trees) differ in the amount of carbon they absorb?

Discussion Segment

During the consultations carried out by the REDD Secretariat, in collaboration with the GFC, persons present raised a number of issues and concerns that were addressed as follows:

Alternative Economic Opportunities

In the Discussions segment of the consultations, alternative economic activities were discussed and the possibility of engaging in such activities.  
The GFC noted that assistance will be provided in the planning and initiation of these activities but the communities or SFP holders will be the persons in charge of managing and collecting the rewards for these activities. 
The attendees were also reminded that in order for Guyana to see any REDD benefits, loggers should adopt SFM practices.

It was also asked whether there would be a system in place to facilitate community engagement in alternative economic activities.
They were informed that the GFC will provide advice, but it is up to the community to decide which activities (that are feasible) they want to be engaged in.
Capacity Building

Residents asked about the contributions that GFC would be making towards capacity building. 
Commissioner Singh answered that the GFC would provide the relative training in sustainable forest management. The World Bank will provide human and financial resources to ensure capacity building in other areas.

Residents asked whether the GFC will work along with the communities to understand the concept of sustainable forestry.

The GFC emphasized that all parties must be fully committed to the process as well. The representative added that the Forestry Training Centre Inc would work along with communities in providing training for community members in SFM practices.

Land Tenure & Quotas 

During discussions, it was queried as to what would happen to the forest concessions after the implementation of the REDD strategy.

It was clarified that SFM practices must be maintained and that the RS/GFC did not foresee harvesting activities being prohibited. 

Persons questioned whether cutting quotas would be reduced with the implementation of REDD.

The GFC representative responded that there would be no additional quota reductions, but sustainable forest management must be practiced continuously. The representative informed the community that monitoring by the GFC and independent parties will ensure this. 
Community members were concerned whether there would be a halt on existing forest activities (logging) with the implementation of REDD.
The GFC responded that this would not be the case. Rather sustainable forest management must be practiced continuously while monitoring by the GFC and independent parties will ensure this.

FCPF & the RPlan 

An attendee sought clarification on components of the RPlan and how these would impact on involvement by the community.

The GFC representative outlined the nine components of the RPlan and the requirements of each and gave an overview of the consultations and what the hoped to achieve from these consultations with communities and stakeholders.  

One attendee enquired as to how soon Guyana would start to receive carbon financing readiness activities.

The GFC responded that the World Bank has indicated that Guyana will receive US $200,000 for the preparation of the Readiness Plan scheduled for submission in February. The GFC notified communities that no money has been received so far from the World Bank, but Guyana has nevertheless forged forward in preparing RPIN and PRLAN documents.  Once this plan has been accepted Guyana can receive up to US $ 3.6 million for the implementation. 

Several residents asked about the duration of the project.  The GFC informed communities that it is planned for three years. 

Climate Change & Forests 

Residents asked about other sources of carbon emissions.  
The GFC noted that burning of fossil fuels was a major contributor.  The GFC also pointed out the huge contribution of deforestation and forest degradation to the total global carbon emissions as compared to other sectors.

A resident wanted to find out more about climate change and global warming. He asked for more information to be provided on this.

The REDD Secretariat representative explained the greenhouse effect in more detail, using examples when appropriate. She also explained how vegetation and forests were able to reduce the concentration of GHG in the atmosphere. She went on to emphasize the importance of reducing logging and looking for alternative uses of forests resources that would guarantee an equal or higher income for the stakeholders. It was noted that further information would be made available at the Bartica forestry office.

A community member questioned whether tree species differed in the amount of carbon they absorbed.

The GFC responded that the carbon stock assessment, which the GFC would be undertaking would determine this. 

Consultations 

The issue of whether future consultation would be conducted arose and was addressed.
The GFC noted that additional information will be provided and future consultation will definitely be conducted since consultations for REDD are seen as an integral and ongoing, continuous process. The GFC representative added that at the upcoming consultations communities will be expected to participate in the sessions and to present their ideas and plans for alternative economic activities that they would have considered to be feasible for the community’s development.
The second set of consultations that were mentioned at many of the previous consultations has not yet been conducted as the RPlan has not yet been approved by the FCPF. 
As has been done before with the previous consultations, the RS & GFC will conduct a free, prior and informed consultation process, and will document broad community support for the studies and activities being proposed.
